Anelevator pitchis a professional introduction you can use when meeting
withemployers. Your elevator pitch helps you let other professionals know
who you are and what you have to offer!

1 Introduce yourself by providing your name and major.
. Let them know what type of opportunity you are searching for.

¢ The type of opportunity may vary depending on whether you are searching for an

internship or full-time position.
e Let them know your time frame for the opportunity (e.g. next summer).

) Let them know what you like about the company.
- (projects, technologies, company culture, etc.)

Here are some examples:
e | like that your company offers mentorship opportunities for entry level engineers.
e | like that your company works on projects involving (fill in the blank with the type of field
or projects they dedicate themselves to).

3 A short summary of a project/accomplishment that
: highlights a skill which is relevant to the company.
